A. Horses / Ponies will enter the ring individually and jump a course
of 10 jumping obstacles designed to produce a maximum of 10
jumping efforts. Course Builders are recommended to avoid fences
with a related distance.

B. Each jumping effort will be marked out of 10 — at the Judges
discretion.

C. There is no set penalty for a pole down or run out, but three
refusals will result in elimination.

D. Fall of horse or rider will result in elimination.

E. There will be no mark awarded for conformation or manners, but a

mark will be awarded for overall impression at the completion of
each round. — maximum 20 marks.

F. In the event of a tie, the overall impression mark will determine
the final placings. Should there still be an equality of marks, the
jumping marks will be taken into consideration — the comparison
beginning with fence one and continuing thereafter until a result is

achieved.

All ponies to be registered with their respective Breed Societies. Entries for
M&M will not be accepted unless registration numbers are shown on the
entry form.

Classes will be divided at the discretion of the judge.

INSURANCE: Gorefield Show Committee cannot accept liability howsoever
caused by an individual, animal or vehicle. Gorefield Show Committee
strongly advise all participants/riders have up to date third-party insurance
providing full coverage for participation in all events, equestrian or other wise,
and all vehicles.

Any objection must be made within 15 minutes of the end of the class, in
writing and accompanied by £20, returnable if the objection is upheld.
Objections will not be entertained otherwise.

Competitors must wear correct riding clothes, hard hats to the approved
B.S.l. Standard.
All ponies in ridden classes must be 4 years old or over.

No rider may carry, use or permit to be used, a whip exceeding 30" in length.
